Rippa Rugby Rules

1. 6 players on field from each team at a time
1. Substitutes can be changed at half time and when the ball is out of play or stoppages.
1. 6 rips per team, once six rips have been made then there is a turnover in possession, other team starts with a free pass. 
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Once player is ripped they must pass the ball within 2 steps of being ripped. Referee will call “pass”.
1. Normal rules apply with respect to forward passes, offside and knock-on. 
1. No kicking of the ball or fending off other players
1. No spinning to avoid rips being pulled.
1. The defender to yell out “RIP” once they have ripped a flag, and then hand it back to the player who it was ripped off, not re-enter the game until you have handed the flag back and have two flags on your belt.
1. Try scored once placed over the try line.
1. Respect the Referees and their calls are final
1. Have fun and play fair.
1. All players must wear shoes, no shoes then no game
